CHARACTER DEVELOP=ENT

For a high school actor to be believable, especially when many in the audience know the performer, it’s important that the role you are playing is developed.  Sometimes the script gives you an insight into your character.  Often, your character is not even named in the script so to develop a character the work must be done by the actor.  It is important for each cast member, whether the script gives you info or not, that you develop your character so your actions, your physicality, your movements are driven by who your character is and how they feel about the situation and people they are on stage with.  Some questions you need to answer for your character are:

What is your name, age, family situation ?

What adjectives describe your character? 

Where are you in your career ?
How do you feel about working on “Robin Hood”( the play within our show” )?
How do you feel about each member of the cast of Robin Hood, especially the lead characters ?  Do you know them, like them, love them, jealous of them, want them to succeed, want them dead ? 

Be prepared to be interviewed as your character with this information formulated and developed.
